PIT (Point-in-Time) count in 

Monroe County, there are: 

 47 family units (183 people) with

children

 23% (42) are Military Veterans

 36% (66) are at imminent risk of

losing housing

 37% (68) are literally homeless

Motel rooms 

Precarious or sub-standard housing  

What is Shelter My Sheep program? 

What makes this program 

unique is that it will utilize 

vocational classes at   

Tellico Plains High School 

(hopefully expanding to 

other schools) to build a 

modular type home that 

can be moved on a     

pre-prep site. 

The goal is three fold: 

First:     

give students an     

opportunity to learn 

a trade and to help 

others in need. 

Second: 

We envision the 

possibility of    

creating small   

transitional     

communities. 



We are a mission,     

inspired by God, to 

unite local churches, 

community leaders, 

and students in an    

effort to provide     

temporary homes for 

families in need.

What does SMS need? 

First:    
we need 20 churches and/or individuals 
who will prayerfully discern, and if God 
leads them, to give $100 a month for 1 
(one) year. That is enough to build one 
house and get basic utility connections.
